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        Welcome to 8th grade Math! I hope you will find our class to be a great learning experience - one that will be both challenging and fun. We will work to build algebraic reasoning and problem solving skills to correspond with the Common Core State Standards and the Standards for Mathematical Practice. In our class we will balance conceptual understanding with procedural fluency so that we are well-rounded mathematicians prepared for high school. 
        Please read this syllabus with your parents/ guardians. After you both have signed it, PLEASE KEEP IT AT THE END OF THE MATH SECTION OF YOUR BINDER.

· Materials to have EVERYDAY:  

· Three ring binder (designated “math section” or a separate binder with this syllabus as the last page and the most recent papers on top each day)
· Notebook for math only 
· Basic calculator (must include “
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”)

· Pencil(s) and eraser(s)
· Grading pen (any color EXCEPT blue or black)
· Whiteboard markers (dark color)
· Chromebook 
· Chromebooks Expectations: 
· You will also have your charged Chromebook with you each day.
· Chromebook will stay in your backpack until you are told otherwise.
· It is expected that your computer will be used ONLY for the task at hand and consequences will be given if students are using computer for any other reason. 
· Student Responsibilities:  
· To be respectful and courteous to everyone at all times and to follow school rules, including all school rules associated with Chromebooks and technology. 
· To attempt all math with a good attitude, and to ask for help when needed! ( 

· In our class we follow the 5 P’s: Be prompt, prepared, polite, productive and positive! 
· We will also do a great deal of group work and you are expected to work cooperatively with your peers and be a productive member of a group. 

· Consequences for not meeting behavior expectations: 

After 1 or 2 warnings/prompts, the following consequences may be applied together or separately, depending on the severity of the behavior: Behavior journal with parent signature and/or call/email home and/or referral to the principal, Mr. Gold.
 

· Grading Policy:
· Student Work (weekly homework, classwork, etc.) = 30% 
· Assessments = 55%

· Final Exam (cumulative) = 15%

· Homework: 

· Learning from mistakes is important for mastering a concept, so you will be expected to check answers at home and correct your homework EVERYDAY. We will move at a very fast pace in this class, so be sure to ask questions, and understand any mistakes before moving on to the next assignment!!! 
· All homework should follow the “Homework Guidelines!” (See handout.)
· Expect to have homework EVERYDAY. Once or twice per week, homework will be checked for completeness (out of 8 points). Incomplete homework will not be given credit. Homework assignments will be accepted one day late, for half credit (4 points). ** Do NOT let HW assignments remain a zero! **
· Absences:  All of us will miss school for various reasons, which is understandable! Just please remember that I have over 150 students, so YOU are responsible for making up notes, work, and tests when you are absent. 

· Go to the website to see the homework and call your study buddies from class. 

· See Ms. Lee for anything else you may have missed and schedule a time to go over missed concepts if necessary.
· If you are absent for a test, see Ms. Lee immediately to schedule a make-up.

· Remember that our textbook is a good resource and that extra worksheets will be left in the tray for you!

· If x = the number of days absent, you have x + 1 days to make up all work. 
· Extra Help:  It is important to get extra help to ask additional questions, go over problems, and/or review concepts that you do not understand. Please never be afraid to ask!

· During lunch the day before a test/quiz 
· Any time by appointment! Stop by to set up a time that works for you.
